This Code of Conduct outlines the expectations for all participants and serves to ensure a positive and productive rehearsal and performance environment. This document was created to address specific issues that may impact our production, however, please note that this is a school production therefore all school and district rules and policies still apply where appropriate.

Rules and Behavior Guidelines

1. Rehearsal Commitment/ Attendance
If you are ill and unable to attend, email the director promptly at mcghee.erika@unionps.org  Please know that leaving rehearsals early without prior permission is not allowed.  A reason must be given for absences, simply telling me about an absence is NOT excused. Illness, accidents, funerals, and things of that nature are understood. More than 3 unexcused absences could result in removal from the cast. 
2. No Call, No Show Policy
Failing to notify the director of an absence (no call, no show) may result in removal from the cast.
3. Cell Phone Policy
Cell phones are not permitted on stage at all, not in the wings and not in your pocket, they should be stored away so that they are not misplaced or broken. 
4. Respect of property
You are expected to treat school property with respect, clean up after yourself and not touch props that do not belong to you. Personal property of others should also be respected and left untouched, even in jest. Also, eating in the PAC is not allowed.
5. Recording Policy
No recording of any kind is allowed. This includes audio or video of rehearsals and/or performances as well as recording in the dressing rooms and green room by either students or parents. The directors as well as members of the REP publicity team are allowed to record for the purpose of advertising or rehearsal. A student may have someone record their own performance for the purpose of reviewing. 
6. Bullying Policy
No bullying, (including cyberbullying), will be tolerated in any form.
7. Drugs
The use of illegal drugs, alcohol, tobacco, or vaping is prohibited.

Disciplinary Actions
	Failure to adhere to these guidelines may result in disciplinary action, which upon investigation may include:

· One-on-one counseling and redirection
· A phone call to parent/guardian
· Suspension from rehearsal 
· Removal from the cast


In addition to the above, please allow the following to guide your behavior and choices so that you and your cast mates will have a positive and meaningful experience.  
8.    Costume Respect
Treat costumes with care. Eating in costumes and making unauthorized changes to them is strictly prohibited. Avoid giving unsolicited advice to the designer about your costume.    
9.	Backstage Conduct
Maintain a drama-free environment backstage. This includes refraining from gossip and personal conflicts. Just because we play dramatic characters onstage does NOT mean we must portray them off. Negative drama disrupts the flow of the entire group. 
10.	Language and Respect
Always use respectful language. Foul language or comments and disrespectful behavior towards others will not be tolerated. Remember we have students as young as third grade in the cast.  
11.	Director’s Role
Respect the authority of any director. Communication about production decisions or changes should come from them, not from cast members. When getting notes, always be gracious, even if you disagree. Say “thank you” after the director gives you the note, or “may we speak about this later?” if you don’t understand. Find time for you and the director to solve issues that affect you or your character only. Also, NEVER give another actor notes and never allow yourself to receive notes from another actor.  Fully cooperate with any director and always follow their guidance. This means if any one of the directors’ requests something from you, full cooperation is expected. 
12.	Script Responsibility
Bring your script to rehearsal every day. Write your blocking in your script and ensure you understand your movements and character motivations.
13.	Knowing your stuff- Lines, Songs, Music, Choreography
It would be impossible to know this entire show if everyone only rehearsed during our time together. Learn your lines, songs, and dances as quickly as possible and be prepared for each rehearsal. Check your rehearsal calendar for line deadline dates and adhere to them.
